Student Response Systems (SRS) are a combination of hardware and
software that allow an instructor to ask questions and get immediate feedback
from the students. The instructorsGcomputer is equipped with an RF receiver
that collects responses from the students via a clicker. The system has proved
to be successful in engaging students in a large classroom setting in several
courses on campus including some of my Physics classes.

Where do | buy my Clicker?
Clickers may be purchased for $40 at cash registers in the Student Union

Bookstore.

“ VERY IMPORTANT ’--Register your clicker before using it in class.
The link for students to register your clickers will be named "SRS Keypad




Registration" under the Student Services section of the Navigator bar in
your PAWS account.

What if | lose my Clicker?

You will have to purchase another clicker from the Bookstore; see me first. You
must also notify your professor of the new serial number for your replacement
clicker.

What if my clicker does not work?

Return your clicker to the Bookstore. The Bookstore will replace defective
clickers at no charge. If the battery is dead, the bookstore will sell you a new
one.

Should | keep my clicker at the end of the semester?

Yes. More and more professors are using them in their classes. Clickers may
be required in other courses that you may take in the future. The same clicker
can be used in all LSU classes requiring them.

Can | sell back the clicker?
Yes, the Student Union Bookstore will buy it for 50% of the original purchase
price. This policy is subject to change. Check at bookstore.
